Follow the instructions carefully to learn more about the history of Cumberland. Please feel free to click on any of the pictures to enlarge them and take a better look. Just click the BACK arrow at the top to return to the page you were on.
1. Click on the link on the right that takes you to NUMBER 1 MINE. Read the writing underneath the picture. In what year were these first three mines opened?  

2. Click on UNION BAY on the right. Why did a town begin to develop where Union Bay is? 


3. Click on UNION, BC on the right side. Read underneath the picture. What was Cumberland first called?
4. Click on MINE RESCUE on the right. What were the mine rescuers called?

5. Click on SCHOOLS on the right. Read the second paragraph. How much did the boys who were janitors get paid? 
6. Click on LOGGING/SAWMILLS and read the information underneath the picture on the left. Why was logging important to the community?

7.  Now click on the picture in the middle and read the article.  What were the logs needed for?
8.  Click on CHINESE COMMUNITY on the right. Read the article underneath the picture on the left. Why did the Chinese eventually leave Cumberland (last paragraph)?
9.  Click on FIRE/FIRE DEPARTMENT RESEARCH. Now click on the picture in the middle to bring up more information about fires. When did Cumberland’s most “infamous” fire occur? 

10. Click on HOSPITAL on the right. What year did the hospital officially open?
11. Click on SHIPPING on the right. How much coal did the mines in Cumberland produce?

12. Click on the CHRONOLOGICAL MAP near the top right. Scroll down until you see the date 1950 and click on the flag that you see between 1950 and 1960.  Why did the number 8 mine close down?
Now see if you can answer these questions without using the computer:

1. Why did people first move to Cumberland?

2.  What was one of the dangers that people who owned buildings had to worry about in early Cumberland? 

3.  Where do people who live in Cumberland work now?
