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Summary  

 
Objectives #1 and #2 of the 2008 Comox Valley Community Literacy Plan, 
namely to build a collaborative learning community, and to generate awareness 
and promote learning and literacy in the Comox Valley, were given priority during 
the 2008-2009 Implementation Phase. 
 
The first objective was addressed by organizing and hosting two Learning 
Community events (January 2009 and May 2009). Businesses, community 
leaders, community organizations, learning practitioners, and learners 
participated in forums in which they were introduced to the concept of ñLearning 
Communitiesò as understood by Dr. Ron Faris, of the University of Victoria, and 
the Canadian Council of Learning.  
 
The second objective was addressed through intergenerational storytelling 
events during Family Literacy Week (January 27th-31st, 2009) and through a 
media campaign in which literacy was highlighted through two-page plain 
language spreads in local papers, on Shaw television, and through a West Coast 
Reader (plain language newspaper) insert in one local paper (distribution 22,265 
residences). Furthermore, an accessible website was created that includes a 
Resource Directory, literacy resources (such as plain language or health literacy 
resources), up-to-date listing of community literacy events, and links to local 
literacy organizations. 
 
The major impacts of promoting literacy in the Comox Valley are: increased 
awareness among ñlearning organizationsò of literacy issues and barriers their 
clientele may experience; increased referrals to literacy services; increased 
collaboration among organizations; increased awareness of literacy 
issues/barriers and services to the public; and a broader, more inclusive, 
understanding of ñliteracyò (civic literacy, health literacy, environmental literacy, 
economic literacy, rural/urban literacy, social and cultural literacy).  
 
The following table shows where the Comox Valley Literacy Now Committee is 
currently at in implementing the 2008 Literacy Plan. It describes the goals, what 
was accomplished between September 2008 and June 2009, an evaluation of 
the work, and what still needs to be done.

In July 2008, the Immigrant Settlement Officerôs 
contract ñmovedò from Family Services to the Adult 
Learning Centre. This ñmoveò has strengthened the 
relationship between immigrants and the ALC. The 
ALC, Courtenay Elementary School (where most 
immigrant children attend), the Wachiay Friendship 
Centre, the Aboriginal Education Centre, Stone Soup, 
and the Womenôs Resource Centre are all located on 
the same block (Mcphee). This has strengthened 
partnerships and collaborations among these 
organizations and because of their locations, this area 
is evolving into a ñLearning Districtò.
