Clay Project

In this lesson, you will use clay to create a relief, mask or a vessel that incorporates texture and pattern.

Principles of Design: pattern, emphasis

Elements of Design: space, line, texture
Habits of Mind: student can think and communicate with accuracy and precision using precise and specific language to describe processes, materials and tools. 
Materials: clay, scoring or ribbon tools,

                  rolling pins, slip,

                  various tools to make textures
Creating:

1.cut off your slab of clay using a wire garrote

2.knead clay to remove air bubbles

3. Attaching two pieces of clay –score both sides and apply slip (teacher will demonstrate)

4.Hollow any pieces that are more than 3cm thick 

NOTE: The more you play with your clay, the dryer it will get and it will crack.  Apply water with one finger over any areas that are cracking.

Clean up: All clay needs to be sprayed with water and wrapped in saran wrap on clay boards to stay moist. 

Sponges and hands must be washed in buckets of water before they are washed in the sink to prevent drainpipes being filled with silt.

Extra clay needs to be returned to the reclaim bin

Firing:

Clay will need to be uncovered and fully dry before it can be fired in the kiln.  Any moisture will expand and cause the clay to “explode” in the kiln.

Glazing:

Clay is glazed after the first firing and then fired again.  Wax resist must be applied to the base to ensure that no glaze is on the bottom.  The clay object can be painted or dipped with glaze.
