Silkscreen

In this lesson, you will create either a positive or a negative print by cutting a simple animal shaped stencil out of newsprint and silk-screening it.

Principles of Design: Unity, balance

Elements of Design: Space, shape, line 
Habits of Mind: Student can think and communicate with accuracy and precision using precise and specific language to describe processes, materials and tools. 
Materials:  Cartridge paper

Process:
1. Research Kenojuak Ashevak and Benjamin Chee Chee

2. Choose a Canadian animal, insect, bird or reptile.

3. Draw the outer edge of the animal and some interior detail keeping the two native artists work in mind.

4. Carefully cut our your stencil using an x-acto knife.

5. Set up for screen-printing by covering the table with newsprint and having your inks, brushes, screen, squeegee apron and printing paper ready.

6. Screen print your design

7. Sign your print             1/1      “title” (in quotations) your name

8. Wash the screen and squeegee.
